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3. If you will not be picking up your child, 
please let your teacher know, in writing, 
who will be picking up your child.

4. Anyone not listed on your emergency 
form will not be allowed to pick up your 
child. Please feel free to list more than 
3 people if you need to. The teachers 
will be checking the list and asking for 
identification if someone other than you 
is picking up your child.

Thank you for your attention to 
the following details: 

1. Please do not bring your child before 
9:30 a.m. We are preparing for the day.  
When the children arrive at 9:30, we want 
to be prepared and ready for them.

2. When you sign your child in, please 
leave an EMERGENCY NUMBER WHERE 
SOMEONE CAN BE REACHED.  If you 
can’t be reached, leave the number for 
your husband’s office, a grandparent, or 
a friend.

5. Please note that our day ends at 2:30.  
There is a $1.00 per minute late fee after 
that time.  This fee is paid directly to the 
teacher.  

6. ALL children need to be picked up by 
2:30 p.m.  If you have several to pick up, 
you may need to arrive a few minutes 
early in order to have them all picked up 
by 2:30. 

7. Moms, PLEASE, do not enter the room 
as you drop off your child.  Moms who 
enter the room cause much confusion for 
the children. The teachers request that 
you hug and kiss outside the classroom 
door and then send your child into the 
room.

8. Be sure your child’s name is on EV-
ERYTHING!  We love to have blankets 
and stuffed animals, but ask that you DO 
NOT send other toys as they can easily 
get lost or broken.
